The 

Program established in 2002 screens children for 

refractive error and other vision problems, including 

myopia (nearsightedness) which causes vision loss in 

15% of children under the age of 15 in Asia. In the 

August the Preschool Vision Screening Program 

screened the one millionth child through this LCIF 

based program. This milestone screening is part of 

United We Serve, a nationwide call to participate in 

community service.
