
  

Hello Lions, 

I've have just returned from a very successful weekend at the WV Lions Leadership 

School. The speakers and classes were very good. 

It was also good to visit with old friends and make new friends at what is currently   

being recognized nationally as a quality school for increasing ones leadership poten-

tial.  However, I am worried about our Multiple District when only 3% of our member-

ship shows an interest in obtaining additional leadership qualities.  I'm told that next 

year's school will return to Flatwoods in late January. If you have leadership aspira-

tions, I encourage you to make plans to attend next year.  

Membership in the District was increasing fairly well until the membership drops 

started in December and continued in January.  As of January 31, 2012 the number of 

members in the District was 901 which is 13 members less than the June 30, 2011    

report.  

I am asking each club to have a "Spring Round-up"  of new members as requested by 

MD  GMT Co-coordinator Lion John Pinkerman.  Several clubs have had member 

round ups and several members have been recruited. Another method of recruiting is to 

ask spouses and other family members. The family plan allows the head of the house-

hold to pay dues of $39.00 per year and up to four members in the same household 

would pay dues of $19.50 per year. Remember that your District and Community are 

relying on your efforts to maintain a healthy club.  

Lions, we need to ASK, ASK, ASK someone to become a Lion. We are losing out on 

more membership by failing to take advantage of the opportunities provided to us by 

LCI.  i.e.,  family members & female members and the benefits of such.  Remember 

that we must nurture and train new Lions to grow and become members of our Interna-

tional family. Get them involved in your local service projects and that way, they will 

be less likely to leave your club after a few months. Lions, we simply have to do 

MORE to increase and maintain our membership.  

Our District Global Leadership Team Leader, PDG George Woodrum has advised me 

that he has sent every club President an exit survey for members who have left, with 

instructions to send those completed surveys to him.  As of this date, and with the loss 

of 88 members so far this year, he has advised me that he hasn't received any reports 

from any club thus far.  Where are our club membership chairs?  Why are they not do-

ing exit interviews? How are we to encourage retention if we don't know why they're 

leaving? 

"Membership Chair" is more than a title,  there really are responsibilities involved in 

the position.
