I encourage each Lion to ask their 

spouse to join us, thereby, giving us many more Heart and Hands to carry out our mission.  I would also encourage each club to extend invita-

tions to the younger generation.  The main reason we donõt have younger members is that we donõt ask them.  I know that there are many 

who would like to be part of us but it seems that we donõt think they would have the time to join.  I personally will try to recruit more women 

and younger members this year and challenge each Lion in 29-O to do the same.
