 YOU could be a Pilot Dog PUPPY RAISER.  Pilot Dogs, Inc. is a non-profit organization chartered by the State of Ohio in 1950.  It is their 

purpose to train the finest of dog guides and their blind masters in the satisfactory use of such dog guides.  

Many blind individuals from WV have successfully completed training at Lions Pilot Dogs.  Since 1995, 81 WV residents  have graduated and 

benefited from receiving a Pilot Dog. The cost to the organization for this service is approximately $8,000. 

Raise a Pilot Dog Puppy in your home.    

Breeds include:  Labrador Retriever, Standard Poodle, German Shepherd, Golden Retriever, Doberman Pinscher, Boxer and Viszula. 

Pups are placed into homes at 7-10 weeks of age.  The raiser will keep them until they are 12-14 months of age or until requested back by Pilot 

Dogs, Inc.  The raiser will be provided with a leash, training collar, brush, Puppy Raiser Manual and Health Card for each puppy.  Pilot Dogs, 

Inc. will reimburse your veterinarian for the necessary medical services rendered with the pup as well as a pre-approved obedience course.  The 

raiser  is asked to assume the cost of dog food and bowls. 

What should you do as a Puppy Raiser?  

¶  Allow the puppy to socialize with people of all ages. 

¶ Expose the puppy to traffic (rural and city). 

¶ Teach the puppy basic obedience. 

¶ Allow the puppy to ride in vehicles. 

¶ Teach the puppy to avoid distractions; such as birds, squirrels and other animals.                                                                                          

Upon graduation, Pilot Dogs, Inc. will send a picture of the successful team to the raiser showing the completion of the project.
