Liberty Lions Club members were surprised Saturday, May 8, with a visit from Brady Paxton and Dale Martin, members of the 

House of Delegates, West Virginia Legislature, who presented the Club with a check for $5,000. to assist in rebuilding Liberty Com-

munity Center. The building was destroyed by fire in April, 2009. The Club contacted West Virginia District 13 Legislators following 

the disaster and applied for financial assistance in May, 2009. Liberty Lions Club chartered in October, 1975. 

Liberty Lions Club has 34 members with three charter members still active: Robert Casto, President; Tom Bonnett, and Ray Asbury.   

Mr. Tom Bonnett, 89, oldest member: "We sure have come a long way since we started back in 1975. I haven't missed a year working 

in the fall harvest festival and enjoyed every minute of it. For years, I was in charge of the fire under the molasses pan. My job was to 

maintain the flame at the proper level to keep the sugar cane sap from burning, but to be sure the fire was strong enough to cook the 

molasses into syrup," Bonnett said. "The first few years we worked out in the weather without any kind of shelter. People loved our 

molasses. We usually had it all sold before we finished the festival, "he explained. Mr. Bonnett, a retired mail carrier who distributed 

bubble gum to his young patrons waiting at their mail boxes still keeps bags of gum in his car and hands out bubble gums every year to 

all who visit the festival. Those children are now grand parents and their children are the recipients of Mr. Bonnett's kindness. Every-

one in the community enjoys Mr. Bonnett and his treats. 

Most of the members are couples who volunteer with the Lions Club activities.  Especially during reconstruction of the Community 

Center after the fire in April, 2009. Husbands came with hammers, saws and equipment to work every weekend, and week days when 

available. Wives kept food ready and during fund raising projects, both husbands and wives take vacation days from their employment 

to work during the annual festival. Following the Festival all young people in the community were invited to the home of Anthony and 

Beverly Cochran to participate in an old fashioned sorghum molasses taffy pulling party. They also made popcorn balls.                                                          

              

         Doris A. Asbury, Liberty Lions Club, Secretary:  

   "I would especially like to express appreciation to those WV Lions Clubs who sent checks to us after the fire. We asked for 

donations from clubs in our district and others throughout WV. Individual Lions Clubs sent us $5,700 including $1,000 from Barbours-

ville Lions Club. DG Eddie Queen, MD 29-0, surprised us with a check for $1,000 during his official DG visit in 2009.                                     

 When I first volunteered for Fund Raising Chairman, I first asked for permission to appear before Jackson County Commis-

sion with a grant request.  They gave us $500 and I was encouraged by their eagerness to help, and I continued to ask for grants from 

various foundations. We received $2,500. from Our Community Foundation, Parkersburg, and $1,000. from Jackson County Commu-

nity Foundation. Western Conservation District donated $1,500 for dozer work and landscaping.                                                              

 Our largest donation was a $5,000 Governor's Community Partnership Grant from WV Legislature Development Office.  Put-

nam County Commissioners suggested we contact our state legislators to apply for this donation. The Honorable Brady Paxton assisted 

us with the application and he and The Honorable Dale Martin visited Liberty Lions Club and presented us with the grant approval. 

Dusty Hurly, project manager, Putnam County Commission assisted Liberty Lions Club with applications for the grant.  

 Many businesses and local residents donated funding to the Lions Club. One resident stopped in and donated a check for 

$250. A lady attending the festival this past year bought hot dogs for her family. She paid with a $100-dollar bill and said "keep the 

change". Another neighbor stopped in while apple butter stirrers were busy one day and gave us $100 bill. Several families donated 

hundreds of dollars for new tables and chairs for the dining hall. Many neighbors donated appliances and cabinetry for the kitchen. We 

held a kitchen shower and received utensils and small appliances to supply the cooking area.    

 The Center is now ready for use by the community. It is being utilized weekly by school groups, family reunions, showers, 

and graduation parties. No rental fee is charged, but most groups using the center present the club with donations following their activi-

ties.                          

 We are anxious to get back into our normal routine. I am anxious to start planning monthly programs providing our commu-

nity with informative educational speakers to enhance community growth and provide healthy environment for the community and 

future generations living here.

KISS-A-PIG FOR DIABETES ðKISS-OFF RESULTS

[Charleston, WV, (April 25, 2011)] ï Congratulations to Dr. C. Ed Childers from South Charleston and teammate Rachel Cottrill for 

winning first prize in a pig kissing contest that concluded Saturday, April 23, at the ñKiss Offò in Charleston at noon at the Appalachian 

Power Park Club House. The Charleston Gold Dome Lions Club (CGDLC) hosted the 12th Annual KISS A PIG (KAP) FUNdraising 

event to raise research dollars for the West Virginia Branch of the Juvenile Diabetes Research Foundation International (JDRF) and 

funds for the CGDLC sight projects and charities.  Dr. Childers and Rachel earned the honor of kissing a very loving pig named Dink. 

Dr. Childers and Rachel have been working since the Kiss A Pig Program Kick Off on February 26th to win the privilege of kissing a 

real live pig. They raised a total of $4,885 to support research programs of the JDRF and the sight programs of the CGDLC. The grand 

total raised by the KAP Campaign was $14,740!  

This unique event honors the pig for its life-saving role as the first source of insulin in 1921 used to treat diabetes, while raising money 

to support the programs of the CGDLC and the JDRF. One vote equaled one dollar and each candidate tried to raise the most votes/

dollars in order to kiss the pig on at the Kiss Off. A huge thank you goes out to all candidates, team members and everyone who made a 

monetary donation to make this event a success!    

Dink, the live pig that the top winners kissed, was supplied by Nathan Taylor from Sandyville, WV. He volunteered Dink to excite the 

candidates and encourage heavy campaigning to be the champion pig-kisser at the Kick-Off on February 26th. Nathan and his girlfriend 

Charlea Reed (responsible for raising Brutus and spoiling him with marshmallows) noted that Dink was a friendly and well-mannered 

pig that was looking forward to receive a kiss from the winners and anyone else wanting to help diabetics and those with related eye 

problems and other health issues.   

In the race for second and third place, WCHS-TV8/WVAH-Fox 11meteorologist Ashley Smith and her teammate Caitlyn Pace were 

named second place winners raising $4,167. Tom Blankenship, Professional Dog Trainer/Handler and his teammate Aaron Owen were 

declared third place winners for raising $1,779. Although missing the high honor of kissing Dink first, second and third place winners 

present kissed the pig. And then other admirers of Dink stole a kiss of appreciation and admiration for the pigôs role in being the first 

source of insulin 90 years ago.
