LIONS TREE PLANTING CAMPAIGN   
Report from Lion Jim Slamick  

 

The Campaign to plant One Million Trees worldwide has been an overwhelming success so far accord-

ing to a news release from Lions International reporting that over 2,100,000 trees have been planted.  In 

West Virginia, efforts are progressing by having local Lions clubs plan their activities and programs.                                                                                                                                   

Lion Jim Slamick spoke to the Charleston Lions Club, the Kanawha City Lions Club and Clubs in Zone 

6 and Lions in Zone 7 about the Tree planning Campaign.   

At the Lions Fall Conference, a packet will be given to the Zone Chairpersons for them to promote the Tree Planting Campaign 

that includes:   a planning Guide, a list of contacts for obtaining trees, a list of awards, a sample press release,  a certificate of ap-

preciation to those that participate, and a sticker that acknowledges that a person has planted a tree.  Also if it can be coordinated, 

tree seedlings will be available for the Conference participants to take home and have a tree planting activities.  District Governor 

Lion Darrell Jennings and PID Ronald Johnson will participate in a tree planting activities after the luncheon on Saturday.   

Other contacts have been with the Kanawha County Extension Service, the National Arbor Day foundation, the WV Forestry De-

partment, Glenville College Forestry Office and local nurseries to inform them about the Lions Tree planting Campaign.  Some 

clubs have expressed an interest in doing a project in the spring around the National Arbor Day date of April 27, 2012; the WV 

Arbor date of April 13,2012 or Earth Day April 22, 2012.  

Lion Jim also plans to attend Zone meetings in District 29-0 to promote the Tree Planting Campaign and to request that Lion Clubs 

submit their Service Activity Reports.  Clubs that submit reports have an opportunity to qualify for the ñBeliever's Awards."  Lions 

needing more information may go to the LCI website and search under "Tree Planting" or contact Lion Jim Slamick at 

jeslamick@frontier.com   or call  304 925-5423.
