The WV Lions  Mobile Eye Screening Unit was used at the Pumpkin Festival in Milton on October 7th through the 10th, 2010.   

Lion clubs who helped with the testing were; Barboursville, Lesage, and Milton. (other Volunteers also helped) 

During that time 300 people were tested with results as follows:  

Visual Acuity:  

People with 20/30 or better in both eyes        198     66% 

People with 20/30 or better in only one eye       49     16% 

People with 20/30 or better in neither eye          51     17% 

Not measured                                                     2       1% 

  

Pressure: 

Normal both eyes          186   62% 

Borderline, one eye          13     4% 

High, one eye                    2     1% 

High, both eyes                   1      0% 

Not measured               98    33%  

                                          

Children were not given a pressure test.  At least two people had had eye injuries which made the test inadvisable.  

Since we detected problems in 115 of the 300 people tested, I believe the Lions provided a valuable community service that would 

be worth repeating next year.

The Charleston Gold Dome Lions Club invited five ñRosie the Rivetersò to visit their club on    

October 19, 2010 at the Shoney's Restaurant in Kanawha City-Charleston to learn about them 

and their project. These ladies are called ñRosiesò and are among the women who worked across 

America during World War II in jobs men had previously done, such as building airplanes and 

ships, inspecting engine parts, and training pilots.  

Thanks! Plain and Simple (TP&S), a nonprofit organizations, has found 140 living WV ñRosies.ò TP&S is not only docu-

menting their stories, but finding ways for the women to teach about what they did and how they impacted America. The 

organization creates new projects such as this, and then guides veterans to learn to manage them and make them a 

model for America. Thus, a new project gets done while a veteran is trained in project management.  

Chris Button, Outreach and Regional Development Manager for TP&S escorted the women, commented on the pro-

gram and introduced each of the ñRosiesò (ranging in age from the 80s to the mid-90s) to the Gold Dome Lions Club 

meeting and asked them to tell about themselves and what they did during World War II. Garnet Kozielec from Dunbar 

was a riveter in MI and CA. Buddy Curnutte from St. Albans was a riveter then joined the Coast Guard. Agnes Smith 

from Nitro worked in MD making piston rings and driving a fork lift. Gloria Farmer from Logan was a riveter in Detroit. 

(Her young friend with her, Sue Priestly, has been designated a ñRose Budòðyoung men helping with the project are 

called ñRivetsò). Mazie Mullins from Clendenin was a riveter in Akron, OH. 

Gold Dome President, Lion Jimmy Lowery said: ñOur club was fortunate and honored to have the ñRosiesò visit us and 

share their stories. These strong ladies were truly walking and talking history makers. Their audience was delighted to 

hear of their life and times working during the war. Their sacrifices and work they performed with love and precision to 

support U. S. Troops (their boys) overseas demonstrated their strength high character and certainly deserves great rec-

ognition.ò 

He went on to say ñWe were please to learn that just like Paul Revere said, óThe British are coming! The British are 

coming!ô That is when Great Britain comes to thank the American Rosies the Riveters for their contribution during WWII 

at WV State Universityôs Great Room, Student Union on Saturday, November 20, 2010 at noon. British Major Anna
